** In groups 1, 2 and 3, a maximum of 2 credits in French as a Second Language can count as compulsory credits, one from  
 group 1 and one from either group 2 or group 3. 
*** A maximum of 2 credits in Cooperative Education can count as compulsory credits. 
† The 12 optional credits may include up to 4 credits earned through approved Dual Credit courses. 
**** Families who wish to opt out their child from the Online Learning graduation requirement should speak to their child’s school. 
^ Student’s achieving an OSSD Red Seal Specialist High Skills Major (SHSM) or International Baccalaureate (IB) diploma will have 
additional requirements based on the program.
