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The 3rd week of ADVENT is characterized by JOY. The 3rd candle lit during this

week is usually , signifying the JOY that comes from the nearing
celebration of CHRISTMAS. Often referred to as the “Shepherd’s Candle,” it

emphasizes the JOY announced by the angels at JESUS' birth and the JOY of
the shepherds seeing the newborn King.

This Sunday is also known as Gaudete Sunday, from the Latin word for
“REJOICE"
